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Submission of the Accommodation and Tourism Association of Norfolk Island “ATA”

1. Essentially the terms of Reference of the Review are set out in paragraph 15

of Issues Paper CGC 2006/1 (Issues Paper).

2. The Review has 2 components namely:
(a) to provide estimates of Norfolk Island’s capacity to raise revenue from
State and local government bases and of what it would cost to deliver
Australian average State and local government services for a comparable
community on Island; and
(b) to include in that cost depreciation expenses of an average amount of

infrastructure for much services in a similar community to Norfolk Island.

3. It appears that this methodology has been adopted to determine, in the event
that the cost of provision of services (including depreciation) exceeds the
revenue that could be raised from State and local government services, this
then represents the necessary injection of funds from the Commonwealth, for
the Island to achieve comparability with other like communities. As the
Chairman has pointed out publicly, there will, notwithstanding the tenné of
reference, some overlapping or at least connection with the raising of

Commonwealth type revenues.
